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Master Douglas E. Schulz is the Aircraft Structural Mechanic Supervisor assigned to the 155th Maintenance Squadron, Nebraska Air National Guard, Lincoln, Nebraska.  
Sergeant Schulz was born on 28 August 1952 in Parkston, South Dakota.  He graduated from Parkston High School in 1970 and enlisted in the United States Air Force on 28 June 1971 as an Aircraft Inertial Navigation System Repairman.  He attended technical school at Kessler Air Force Base in Biloxi, Mississippi. Sergeant Schulz has deployed several times in support of various contingencies.  He deployed to Rhine Main, Germany in support of the Kosovo operation.  He also deployed to Istres, France in support of the Air Expeditionary Forces Southern Watch, and he deployed to Moron, Spain in support of Iraq Freedom Operation.
Sergeant Schulz obtained an Associate degree in Electronics Technology from Southeast Community College in Lincoln, Nebraska.  He also improved his professional military education by graduating from the United States Air Force Noncommissioned Officer Leadership School, Class 77A at March Air Force Base, California in February 1977.  He graduated from the Tactical Air Command Noncommissioned Officer Academy at Tyndall Air Force Base, Florida in May 1989.  Sergeant Schulz also successfully completed the United States Air Force Senior Noncommissioned Officer Academy correspondence course in December 2000.
