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NATIONAL BOARD OF DIRECTORS - CHAPTER ONE

DIRECTOR AT LARGE - PARLIAMENTARIAN

1.  Purpose: This chapter provides guidance to the Director at Large - Parliamentarian of Chapter One regarding duties, areas of responsibility and source of authority.  The Director at Large - Parliamentarian is appointed by the President with the concurrence of the Board of Directors for a period of two (2) years each odd year. If a Director at Large - Parliamentarian resigns prior to the end of his or her term, the President will appoint someone to complete that term.

2.  Responsibility: The Director at Large - Parliamentarian receives his or her authority from and is responsible to the membership.  The Director at Large - Parliamentarian will serve as an advisor to the Association President in all matters regarding parliamentary procedure, Robert’s Rules of Order, and Board of Director and Annual Seminar meeting protocol.       

3.  Concept: The Director at Large – Parliamentarian offers assistance to ensure that Association meetings are conducted according to Robert’s Rules of Order.  The Director at Large - Parliamentarian is a non-voting member of the Board of Directors.

4.  Procedures: Once appointed, the previous Director at Large - Parliamentarian will turn over all information and materials needed to conduct the business of this position.  He or she will:

a. Provide Annual Seminar delegates with a printed list of Seminar specific parliamentary procedures, prior to the first General Business Session.

b. Monitor meeting procedures to ensure compliance with Robert’s Rules of Order.

c. Conduct the election process at the National Seminar each year.

d. Act as a resource to the general membership regarding protocol and parliamentary procedure.

e.  Is responsible for preparing an annual budget, which will be submitted to the Finance Committee prior to Seminar.

f.  Other duties as assigned by the President.

5.  As with all Board of Directors, will maintain a positive and professional military image at all times.
