SUBJECT: Committee Report

1. A meeting of the Awards and Memorials Committee was held at 1030 hours, 12 July 2007. The following individuals were present: (See attached AGH Form 6-19, ANG NCOAGA Sign-In for members that were present)

2. The following items were discussed: 


a.  MSgt Linda Dahl briefed the committee on the duties and responsibilities of the committee as outlined in the AGH.  
b.  The committee was briefed on the confirmed death notices of association members that were received this past year.  CMSgt (Ret) Art Hafner gave a brief description of the obelisk and the procedures that are followed for inscriptions.  MSgt Dahl asked that he send her a picture of the obelisk to be forwarded to Region Directors.  She will in turn ask them to forward it to their local chapters and encourage them to report all required information as outlined on the AGH Form 6-3, Notification of Death of Member, in a timely manner throughout the year.  
c.  MSgt Dahl briefed the committee that three (3) OGY packages and three (3) IG Brown packages were submitted this year.  No Hall of Fame nominations were received.  Chief Hafner stressed the importance of getting every chapter to submit packages, and that all submittals should provide specific information about the individual’s participation, support or involvement to include results. Information in packages should focus on what they have done during the rating year/period.   MSgt Dahl will ask Regional Directors for increased effort in publicizing/following up with chapters to insure they submit packages on deserving candidates.  
No IG Brown nominations were rec’d from Regions 2, 3, and 5.  Remember the timelines, due by date (15 Feb), and review dates based on the submission around the second/third week in April. This will allow focus on process development; allow ample time for approval through the proper channels prior to the next year’s seminar. 
3.  MSgt (Ret) Ruffell remarked that clarification was needed in the AGH as to who is responsible for notifying Hall of Fame recipients and arranging for their itinerary, room reservations, escorts (if required) and funding.  The committee is proposing an AGH change to clarify this issue.  (See attached Form 6-22)

4. 4.  Lengthy discussion followed on the Minuteman Woman Award.  It is the committee’s desire to permanently add to the AGH a Minute Woman Award Program. The award will be implemented in the same manner and format as the Hall of Fame Award Program.  CMSgt Antonia Reyes, CMSgt (Ret) Art Hafner, and SMSgt Nancy Vondrasek gathered the information and developed the proposed program for presentation to the general membership at this seminar (Seminar 39).
